Paw Pats

Paw Pats are the newest edition to Liberty Pine’s reward system. Paw
Pats are complements that any student K-8 and staff members can
earn. If a staff member sees a student doing something out of their
way to be kind and helpful, that student receives a Paw Pat. The
student then fills out the Paw Pat and turns it in to the media center.

For staff members to receive a Paw Pat, they must be recognized by
another staff member for doing something kind. Then, every Friday
the LPA Admin recognizes the students and staff members who
earned a Paw Pat and their names are entered into a drawing for a
reward.

For middle school the prize is a pass that they can carry around that
allows them to be able to use the elevator, leave class 1 minute early,
be able to skip the whole lunch line, and get to leave for Howl one
minute early. But the student must return the pass by the end of the
week. Grades K-5 receive a wolf stuffed animal that can sit on their
desk for a week. If a staff member earns a Paw Pat he or she receives
a big stuffed animal wolf for their desk for a week. When we asked
Mrs. Jones what she thinks about Paw Pats, she replied, “I feel
people like to be noticed. The new system will highlight the good in
students.”

New Middle School Demerit System

The Demerit System is the name of the new discipline system at
Liberty Pines Academy. This is a system designed to motivate middle
school students to show their best behavior in and out of class. The
school felt that referrals were not necessary for every mistake, like
being late. If students get less than four demerits a quarter, they,
(and all middle school students), get a reward at the end of the
guarter. This was designed to motivate students to be the best they
can be. The system gives students chances to be their best. For the
first one, it’s an e-mail home, and the same for the second, but the
third is a phone call home. By the fourth one, it’s a referral, one day
of lunch detention, and no quarterly reward. The 5th, 6th, and 7th
demerits are progressing days of lunch detention. The 8th and final
demerit, is a day of in school detention (ISD). Each quarter the
demerits system is cleared so students can begin with a fresh start.

Dismissal

Dismissal begins with Extended Day students at 2:50pm
(1:50pm on Wednesdays). Walkers/Biker will be
dismissed while busses are loading. Busses will be loaded
with Kindergarten and 1st graders, followed by Middle
Grades students, then 2nd — 5th graders.

Dress Code

Dress Code rules are provided for the safety and well-
being of our students.
